Children are comingin with smiles and separating from parents
withoutany tears. Please keep social distancing whileyou are waiting and try to only have 1 adult
bringing childrenin - if you have older children with youwho are at high school, please leave themat
the gate as thisincreasesthe numberof peopleonsite unnecessarily.

The staggered entry times are working well, pleasedon't worry about waiting at the bottom of the
path foryour exacttime slot. Ifitis clearjust come up and children can come in. We just want to
have a steady flow to avoid congestion.

We are now
getting family groups to meet onthe back playground before cominground to be collected so that
you only need to come forward when all of your children are there.
